Abstract: It will be in great national interest to understand Dr. Samson Kiseka’s philosophy,
popularize his ideas and utilize his thoughts for the good of Ugandan society.

He edited three books for Professors
World Peace Academy, four for Germany Foundation for International Development, seven books
for Foundation for African development, seven for Makerere University Press, one for Hamdard
Foundation, one for Kiseka Foundation and many others. He has been member of the advisory board
of World University Federation, was made ambassador of Peace by “International Inter-religious
Foundation for World Peace in 2003 in Seoul, South Korea.
